Å Surviving, physical 'evidence' of people's lives - influenced by the broader world .

Å Broadly perceived as beingworth conserving and maintaining.

Å Found in the built form, landscapesand in the archaeological record.

Å Never 'frozen in time' as heritage is organic and constantly being formed. 

Å Exhibits aesthetic, historical, scientific, social, emotional and/or spiritual values.

Å Often very fragile, easily damaged, neglected or lost ïdespite its importance.

Å Requires a measure of recognition, diligence and stewardship if it is to survive.
