








Downtown Revita

Situated at the heart of one of Canada'’s fastest growing cities,
Downtown and the Central Area offers century-old character,
boutique shops, fine dining, historic residential neighbourhoods and
the city’s most important civic and cultural institutions, including
the Peel Heritage Complex housing the Peel Art Gallery and
Museum, Peel Archives and the Historic Peel Courthouse, City Hall
and the Four Corners Branch Library. This vital corridor is a complex
network of natural and heritage elements integrated with new
mixed-use, mid-rise, high-rise and street-oriented developments. Its
unique blend of quality streetscape, traditional architecture, cultural
and entertainment facilities, parkland expanses and pedestrian-
friendly areas, is what makes Downtown Brampton a diverse urban
environment.

In the downtown area, the Peel Heritage Complex is
expanding the current location of the Peel Archives and Art
Gallery with a $13 million redevelopment, which will include
a larger museum, community space, workshops and a new
state-of-the-art gallery. Currently under renovations, the
grand re-opening will take place in fall of 2010.

Transportation improvements in the Central Area includes
the Ziim Bus Rapid Transit initiative, launching in fall of
2010, with the first route scheduled to run from Downtown
Brampton to York University via the Queen Street Corridor. A
new $10 million transit terminal is being constructed at the
Bramalea City Centre as part of the preparations for Zim.

In anticipation of future all day GO service to Downtown
Toronto, Brampton’s Downtown GO Transit Station is
undergoing improvements, including a new platform,
pedestrian tunnel and elevator access. Construction at the
Brampton GO Station will be complete in the summer of
2010.

Since its opening in 2006, the Rose Theatre Brampton has
been a prominent landmark in Downtown Brampton with its
beautiful architectural design and state-of-the-art 880-seat
theatre. With over 800 scheduled events annually, the
Theatre continues to be an important driver for the local
downtown economy and stimulus for further revitalization
activity.

Since the Theatre raised its curtains, until the end of 2009, the
value of real estate transactions in the area surpassed $43.8
million, representing over 300,000 square feet of leased space.
During that same time, 78 new businesses opened in the
downtown creating over 280 new jobs.

Brampton City Council has embarked on a plan for a
mixed-use revitalization plan focused on the southwest
quadrant of Downtown Brampton.
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The proposed expansion area falls within the “Four Corners”
of our historic downtown (Main and Queen Streets) and
could include an initial 126,000 square feet of new space
required for the City’s administrative purposes. In 2009, a
request for proposal was issued for the project. Submissions
were received early in 2010 and are currently in an
evaluation process.

In 2009, a feasibility study and implementation plan was
completed to examine the opportunity for a hotel and
convention centre to be located in Downtown Brampton.

With the growing demand for a venue to stage professional
events, corporate and community meetings and conventions,
the potential opportunity for a hotel and convention centre
is quite significant.

Another significant catalyst for the Central Area revitaliza-
tion is the redevelopment of the Peel Memorial Hospital site.
In 2009, the William Osler Health System submitted the
business case to the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care
for the Peel Memorial redevelopment. The vision is to create
a centre for integrated health and wellness on the former
Peel Memorial site, which will bring together a wide range
of ambulatory and urgent care services, family medicine,
seniors’ health care, and mental health and addictions
services, all in a patient and family-friendly environment.
