On Sundays and statutory holidays buses will leave Bramalea City 
Centre Terminal at 8 a.m., 9:30 a.m., 11 a.m., 5:30 p.m. and 7 p.m. The last bus returns 
to Bramalea City Centre Terminal at 8:45 p.m. 

The Route 66 Wonderland Express Service costs $5 per person (one-way) or $15 for a 
family of four (one-way). A family can consist of one adult and three children or two adults 
and two children. Please note that passes, tickets and transfers are not accepted on the 
Route 66 Wonderland Express Service. Passengers can board the Wonderland Express 
bus at the Route 10 Platform at the Bramalea City Centre Terminal.  For more information
