AMENDMENT NUMBER OP 2006 -0 ¢S
TO THE OFFICIAL PLAN OF THE
CITY OF BRAMPTON PLANNING AREA

Purpose:

The purpose of this amendment is to change the land use designation of the
lands shown on Schedule ‘A’ to this amendment to permit a cemetery,
crematorium and a funeral visitation centre on the subject lands and to provide
specific policies for the development of the subject lands.

Location:

The lands subject to this amendment are located at 10 Bramwin Court as shown
on Schedule ‘A’. The property has a frontage of approximately 24.57 metres.
The lands are generally located east of Torbram Road and north of Walker Drive,
and are described as part of Block 1, Parts 3 and 4, Plan 43M-643; Part of Lots 1
and 2, Concession 6 E.H.S in the City of Brampton.
