AMENDMENT NUMBER OP 2006 - 05 H—
TO THE OFFICIAL PLAN OF THE
CITY OF BRAMPTON PLANNING AREA

Purpose:

The purpose of this amendment is to change the land use designation of the
lands shown outlined on Schedule ‘A’ to this amendment to permit the
development of the subject lands for highway commercial uses and to provide
specific policies to guide the development of the subject lands.

Location:

The lands subject to this amendment are approximately 0.84 hectares (2.07
acres) in size and are located at the south-east corner of Bovaird Drive West and
Ashby Field Road in the Credit Valley Secondary Plan. The property has a
frontage of approximately 62.3 metres (204 feet) along Ashby Field Road, and is
legally described as Block 343, Plan 43M-1720, in the City of Brampton.

Amendments and Policies Relative Thereto:

3.1 The document known as the Official Plan of the City of Brampton Planning
Area is hereby amended:

(1) - by adding to the list of amendments pertaining to Secondary Plan
Area Number 45: Credit Valley Secondary Plan as set out in Part Il
Secondary Plans, Amendment Number OP 2006- 054’ .

3.2 The portions of the document known as the 1993 Official Plan of the City
of Brampton Planning Area which remain in force, as they relate to the
Credit Valley Secondary Plan (being Part Il Secondary Plans, as
amended) are hereby further amended:

(1) by chénging on Schedule SP45(A) of Chapter 45(a) of Part Il :
Secondary Plans, the land use designation of the lands shown outlined
on Schedule ‘A’ to this amendment from "Medium Density Residential"
to "Highway Commercial";

(2) by adding the following text to Section 5.3.4 — Highway Commercial
Use Area following Section 5.3.4.4:
