To authorize the purchase of about 0.55 acres of land, being Part of Lot 6, Concession
3, West of Hurontario Street, consisting of part of the property known as 45 Daviselm
Drive, which is required for the access lane into a proposed parks depot

the Commissioner of Community Services, and in a form of agreement
acceptable to the City Solicitor.
