(1)  Section 42 (8) of the Traffic By-law 93-93 is replaced by the
following:

42 (8) on any highway for a period longer than three (3) hours
unless otherwise permitted by authorized signs erected at
the locations set out in Schedule XXXV of this By-law;

(2) by adding the attachment to this by-law called “Schedule XXXV” as
Schedule XXXV of Traffic By-law 93-93.
