The Council of the Corporation of the City of Brampton ENACTS as 
follows: 

1. By-law 270-2004, as amended, is hereby further amended: 

(1) by deleting section 6.33 thereto and replacing it with the following: 

"6.33 Public Use 

6.33.1 City of Brampton Public Use 

A Public Use, including an accessory use thereto, owned or 
leased by the Corporation of the City of Brampton is permitted in 
all zoning categories and is not subject to requirements and 
restrictions applicable to any zone category. 

6.33.2 Region of Peel Public Use Providing Emergency Health 
Care and Protection 

A Public Use providing emergency health care service or 
protection, including accessory uses thereto, owned or leased by 
the Region of Peel (including Peel Regional Police) is permitted in 
all Agricultural, Industrial, Institutional, Central Mixed Use and 
Commercial zone categories and is subject only to the 
landscaping and outside storage requirements and restrictions 
applicable to the zone category in which the use is located and to 
the following requirements and restrictions: 

1) Minimum Yard (all yards) - 1.0 metre 
2) Minimum Yard abutting a Residential Zone - 4.5 metres"
