Purpose:

The purpose of this amendment is to permit the development of the subject lands
for retail/commercial and office uses.

Location:

The lands subject to this amendment are located at 0 and 9976 The Gore Road,
at the southwest corner of The Gore Road and Castlemore Road. The property
has a frontage of approximately 83 metres (272 metres) along The Gore Road
and a frontage of 41 metres (134 feet) along Castlemore Road, and is legally
described as Part of Lot 10, Concession 9, Northern Division, in the City of
Brampton.

Amendments and Policies Relative Thereto:

3.1 The document known as the Official Plan of the City of Brampton Planning
Area is hereby amended:

(1) by amending Schedule A2 — Retail Structure thereto, by adding a
“Neighbourhood Retail” designation on the subject lands as shown
on Schedule A to this amendment.

(2) by adding to the list of amendments pertaining to Secondary Plan
Area 41: Bram East Secondary Plan as set out in Part Il
Secondary Plans, Amendment Number OP 2006- 036 .

3.2 The portions of the document known as the 1993 Official Plan of the City
of Brampton Planhing Area which remain in force, as they relate to the
Bram East Secondary Plan 41 (being Part Two Secondary Plans, as
amended) are hereby further amended:

(1) By changing on Schedule SP 41(a) thereto, the land use designation of
the lands shown outlined on Schedule ‘B’ to this amendment from
“Estate Residential’ to “Neighbourhood Retail”.
