AND WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton has heard
in person or by counsel, solicitor or agent, all persons claiming that their land will be
prejudicially affected by this by-law and who applied to be heard;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton
ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Easement Rights, are hereby declared to be surplus to the requirements of the

municipality.
