BY-LAW 
Number 1061 - 2024 

To approve the Expropriation of Property Requirements for the purpose of Complete 
Street Improvements to Williams Parkway, near the Intersection with North Park 

Drive and Howden Boulevard, Ward 7 

WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton, at its meeting 
of June 1, 2022, enacted By-law 132-2022 to authorize an Application for Approval 
to Expropriate certain lands for the purposes of the City's Complete Street 
Improvements to Williams Parkway; 

AND WHEREAS Notice of Application for Approval to Expropriate the lands 
described in this by-law (the "Subject Lands") was served upon all registered 
owners of the Subject Lands and in accordance with the provisions of the 
Expropriations Act, R.S.O. 1990, c.E.26, as amended, and no owners have 
requested an Inquiry under s. 6(2) of the said Act; 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton 
ENACTS as follows° 

1. That Council, acting as the Approving Authority, pursuant to the 
Expropriations Act, R.S.O. 1990, c.E.26, as amended, approves the 
expropriation of the following lands for the purposes of Complete Street 
Improvements to Williams Parkway near the intersection with North Park 
Drive and Howden Boulevard, Ward 7: 
Part of Lot 8, Conc 3, EHS, Designated as Part 1 on Plan 43R-3239, 
(Lying E of the E limit of Williams Parkway on Plan M308 & N of 
Lionshead Lookout); TNV Part Rdal Btn Conc 2 & 3 on Parts 8, 9 and 10 
on Plan 43R-3239, as set out in 227161VS being all of PIN 14150-0906 
(LT). 

2. That the Commissioner, Public Works and Engineering be authorized to 
execute all agreements and other documents, and serve and publish on 
behalf of The Corporation of the City of Brampton, all notices, applications, 
advertisements, agreements and other documents required by the 
Expropriations Act, R.S.O. 1990, c.E.26, as amended, in order to complete 
the expropriation of and settle the compensation for the said lands based on 
terms and conditions acceptable to the Senior Manager, Realty Services, and 
in a form acceptable to the City Solicitor or designate.
