“(6) Notwithstanding Subsections 23 (1)(i)(a@) and 23 (2)(i)(a), for a
demolition permit that was issued before the effective date of this By-law, the
demolition permit issuance date is deemed to be the effective date of this By-
law for the purposes of Subsections 23 (1)(i)(a) and 23 (2)(i)(a)".

2. This By-law comes into effect on the date of its passing.
