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NEW! APPLY FOR 
YOUR MARRIAGE 
LICENCE ONLINE
Marriage licence applications are now 
available online, 24/7. Previously, the City 
only accepted paper-based application. 
Marriage licences may be obtained by 
appointment or by walk-in service.  
Marriage licences are valid anywhere in 
Ontario for three months from the date of 
issue and are available from most 
municipalities in the province. Those 
getting married in Ontario must obtain a 
marriage licence before their ceremony. A 
licence cannot be issued after a ceremony 
has taken place.  Civil marriage ceremonies 
are conducted at Brampton City Hall, 
Tuesday through Friday, during business 
hours.

BRAMPTON FIREWORKS 
BY-LAW UPDATE
The City of Brampton strictly prohibits the use, purchase, discharge, 
possession, display, sale and offer to sell of fireworks in Brampton.  
The safety of residents is the City’s top priority, and the Fireworks 
By-law aims to mitigate the risk of injury and damage to property. 
Penalties for failing to comply range from $500 to $1,000 and may 
reach up to $100,000 if a court summons is issued.  The City of 
Brampton is dedicated to creating an inclusive and welcoming 
environment. Residents are invited to celebrate Canada Day, 
Diwali and New Year’s Eve at City-led events with pyrotechnics.

2023 BUDGET – BUILDING A 
FOUNDATION FOR THE 
FUTURE 
In March 2023, City Council unanimously approved the 2023 
Operating and Capital Budgets. The budget includes a $496 million 
investment in Capital projects, and another record contribution 
of $134 million to reserves. It focuses on expanding health care, 
supporting community safety and wellbeing, transitioning transit 
to green our fleet, investing in arts and culture, and enhancing 
and revitalizing our parks and recreation for youth, seniors 
and all to enjoy. It reflects input from the community from an 
extensive public engagement process, including a business virtual 
roundtable, two telephone town halls – with almost 14,000 
households – and “coffee chats” in each of the ward pairings, 
as well as emails, phone calls and messages through Service 
Brampton and social media.

TMU SCHOOL OF MEDICINE! 
Earlier this year, the City of Brampton and Government of Ontario 
made a historical announcement regarding the location of the 
new Toronto Metropolitan University (TMU) School of Medicine.  
The school will be located right here in Brampton, at the Bramalea 
Civic Centre! The Civic Centre is strategically located within the 
City’s health and life sciences cluster, making it a great win for our 
advocacy to secure fair and equitable health care for our residents.  
The school will open in 2025 and include 80 undergraduate seats 
and 95 postgraduate positions to ensure the next generation of 
health care practitioners can train locally in the city. It will make 
Brampton the home of a community-centric medical school 
focused on inclusivity, innovation, and primary care. This school 
will make Brampton the home to the first new medical school in 
the GTA in over a hundred years!

TORONTO METROPOLITAN 
UNIVERSITY’S SCHOOL OF 
MEDICINE
The City of Brampton, Government of Ontario and Toronto 
Metropolitan University (formerly Ryerson University), 
announced that the City’s Bramalea Civic Centre will be 
home to the new TMU School of Medical at 150 Central Park 
Drive.

This School of Medicine marks the first new medical school 
in the GTA in over 100 years and will make Brampton the 
home of a community-centric medical school focused on 
inclusivity, innovation and primary care!

The Government of Ontario announced its plans for 
expanding medical school education to build a stronger 
health care system, including adding 80 undergraduate 
seats and 95 postgraduate positions for the TMU School of 
Medicine when it opens in 2025.

MAGNA INTERNATIONAL 
EXPANDS IN BRAMPTON; 
560 NEW JOBS IN WARDS 
9 & 10! 
In February, it was announced that Magna International will 
be opening a 490,000 sq. ft. facility at 100 Ace Drive — a 
new, state-of-the art build by Panattoni Developments 

This investment will lead to the creation of 560 new jobs in 
Brampton. Magna International will be manufacturing battery 
trays for electric vehicles at the site, bolstering the city’s 
world-class innovation and advanced manufacturing sectors. 

The City’s Economic Development Office has worked tirelessly 
to offer concierge service that removed red tape, expedited 
this investment, and promoted it with site selectors, and 
investors, on a national and international scale. This is a big win 
for the City of Brampton and for Wards 9 & 10 in particular!
