The OP's land use designations and
poscies provide the context for the review and approval of devesopment applications. It is a legal document
that guides the location and type of housing. Industry, omces and shops, as wesl as the mfrastructure needed

set out in the plan work to batlance the interests of each property ownoer with those of the greater community.
