Racist laws and practices have been abolished in many countries, and an international framework has been built for fighting racism, guided by the International Convention on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination.  

This year the City of Brampton celebrates the International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination by recognizing that the injustices and prejudices fuelled by racial discrimination continue to take place every day. 

The City will continue to highlight the importance of combating racial discrimination, reaffirming the significance of full respect for the rights to freedom of expression and peaceful assembly, and protecting civic space.   

The City of Brampton supports community organizations and individuals that stand up against racial prejudice, discrimination, and intolerance and embrace equality and we are committed to working with local organizations to understand, support and identify what we can do to discourage all forms of discrimination and build a more inclusive community.
